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SPOT IMMEDIATELY

Spring thaws and dirty water on
sidewalks and streets that result
from them easily cause spots on
trouser legs and long skirts. Take
care of them right away. If spots
are allowed to "set" they may
permanently stain. Tackle them by
brushing off the loose soil, then
gently spot the stain with soap and
water. Above all, never press the
spotted garment, for the heat of
the iron will make the stain per-
manent. Do what you can to re-

move the spots, then send the gar-
ment to your laundry.
