PORTLAND I The allocation
of Salk vaccine to Oregon will not
give even the first shot 4o eligible
children and has been strongly
protested, the State Board of
Health reported Friday.

In a letter to all county health
officers, Dr. Harold Erickson, state,
health officer, pointed out that the
allocation was based on 90 per
cent of eligible , children getting
the shots.

But in Oregon more than 90 per
cent have been signed up by their
parents. Instead of the 78 140 cubic
centimeters allocated, 81,738 will
be required, Dr. Erickson said the,
National f oundation tor liuanuie
Paralysis was told.

Meanwhile, since shipment, date
for neither the first nor second
shot has been set, county health
officers were urged to caution
those signing up late that they
faced longer delays than those
registering their children prompt-
ly.

Although there is no certainty
when the vaccine will he avail-
able, the state board said it re-

mained hopeful that an increased
allocation .would be made.

Many counties had planned to
start inoculation of first and sec- -

ond grade puoils Monday. The
state board said there was small
chance of this date and advised
cancellation to some future time,
still to be set.

Brownell States
Truman Was Lax
On Racket Laws

DALLAS. Tex. (fl Atty. Gen
Herbert Brownell told a banquet
audience Friday night that the
Truman administration was lax in
its enforcement of r rack-
eteering Iaw.

Brownell was the principal
speaker at the annual Lawyers
Week banquet sponsored by the
Southwestern Legal Foundation,

Brownell spoke of 20 years of
"toleration of labor racketeering
but cited only examples from the
Truman administration.

The attorney general stated that
although racketeering in labor un
ions has existed for years that
only 23 individuals were indicted
during President Truman's two
terms. In contrast, he said, there
have been 149 such indictments
since the beginning of 1953.

Brownell declared that ' the lack
of law enforcement in 'his (labor- -

management) area was an open
invitation to hoodlums and gang-
sters to infiltrate and to capture
control of the business on the one
hand, or of the labor organization
on the other, or both."

He said that whenever this hap-
pened, always there was ruthless
extortions of business and ex-

ploitation of union members.
The attorney general cited at

length prosecutions in the St. Louis
and Illinois areas and the New
York waterfront situation, but said
"there were many other commu-
nities in 1953 infested with similar
industrial and labor racketeer-
ing."
