Miller, a speaker at the
Southern California State Rental
Assn. meeting, said here Tuesday.
He said that is why man doesn't
match the life span of animals-- six

or 10 times the length of time
it takes them to mature.

Cooking destroys and changes
the character of the food protein
and destroys vitamins C, P, and
K, he said. "The best fed member
of many families is the kitchen
sink." he said.
