Bulganin's government has shown

great touchiness.
The American people said Eisen

hower "feel strongly that certain
peoples of Eastern Europe, many
with a long and proud record of
national existence, have not yet
been given the benefit of this
nledce of our United Nations war
time declaration, reinforced by
other wartime agreements. Pre
sumably Eisenhower had in mind
the Yalta agreements, which guar-
anteed free elections and demo
cratic governments to Eastern
Europe. He continued:

The American people "want to
he friends with the Soviet people"
and there are no "natural" rival-
ries or conflicts between them
but "artificial barriers" block
friendships. Eisenhower said, "it
is time that all curtains, whether
of guns or laws or regulations,
should begin to come down. But
this can only be done in an atmos-

phere of mutual respect and con-

fidence."
Red Meddling Breeds Distrust

International Communism has
disturbed relations between Russia
and other nations for 38 years, Ei
senhower said. "We cannot ignore
to distrust and therefore to lnter- -

of such activities," and added, "in
my nation and elsewhere it adds
to distinct and therefore to inter-
national tension."

Eisenhower spoke not In terms
of total disarmament but of limi-

tation of armament. He said that
surprise attack in this atomic age
has a "capacity for destruction
far beyond" anythir.fi known be-

fore. Therefore each power, he
continued, "deems it vital that
there should bo means to deter
such attack."

Loading nations must "press
forward" with development of

peaceful uses of the atom. "We
believe that if the Soviet Union
would according to lis ability con-

tribute to this great project, that
act would improve the internation-
al climate."

The President began by warn-
ing that "we cannot expect here,
in the few hours of a few days,
to solve all the problems of all
Ihe world that need to be solved."
Peace Barriers Cited

"Nevertheless," ho went on, "we
can. perhaps, create a new spirit
that will make possible future

And
equally important we can try to
take hero and now at Geneva the
first steps on a new road to a just
and durable peace."

Bloody Rioting Pauses

During Morroco Curfew

CASABLANCA, Morocco Wl- -A

tight curfew clamped on Casa-
blanca's Arab quarter finally
brought a lull last night to vicious
French - Morrocan battling that
flared throuEh this major North
African port for the fourth straight
day.

At least eight more persons
were killed in Sunday's violence.
Estimates of the total dead ran
from 50 to 200 varying widely
because the Arabs often conceal
their dead from authorities.

Bloodshed occurred Sunday in
the hithorlo quiet Old Medina Sec-

tor, near the docks, when tanks
manned by police fired into a mob
of Moroccans who
had set a dozen or more fires.
Four big fires raged in the Medina
after the tank action. .

In other parts of the city Mo
roccans felled trees and iciopnone
roles, set fire to stores, schools
and factories and took pot shots
at an estimated 16,000 police and
soldiers on patrol or guard duly.
