cycle for the spring chinook, re-

habilitation in this species could
occur faster than for the spring
species.

The counling station, Pitney re-

ports, also has tallied a large num-

ber of silver salmon. The steel-hea-

migration has been some-

what disappoinling to dale, al-

though movement has increased
in recent days.
