'Dummy' Solution
Used Successfully
As Anaesthetic

SAN KHANC1SCO 11 A Chi-

cago medical researcher reported
this week he had successfully
anaesthetized some people for
tooth pulling with a physically in- -

active "dummy" solution.
In a test on 200 patients who

were deceived into believing that
they were getting a real anaesthe-
tic! IS were sufficiently "drugged"
to undergo extractions, some of
them involving impacted teeth.

Dr. Stanley C. Harris, professor
of physiology and pharmacology
at Northwestern University Dental
.School, reported the results to the
American Dental Assn.

Dr. Harris said probably 40 per
cent of all people suffering from

pain could gel relief through
"dummy" anaesthetics.

In another report Dr. Loren R.

Borland of San Francisco said
fear of dentists among children
often is due to what they have
heard from their parents about the
pain involved in dental treatment.

Sonic of these youngsters are so
scared, he said, that it is doubtful
whether the dental work should be
done. He added that there were
cases during war time when serv-

ice men took court martials rather
than submit to dental treatment.
