And the paper, 1'rav- -
cia ot rusen, thinKs they had bet
tcr start printing some news.

An issue received recently in Vi-

enna observed that since 1048, when
the Communists took over Czecho
slovakia, much had been heard
about the weapon of the press, But:

"Our newspapers ceased to be
newspapers. . , They concentrat-
ed on long 'fundamental' articles
of propaganda but wouldn't tell us
what happened in our neighboring
community. So we got the news
by whispering propaganda. . .

"Naturally our journalists also
made the mistake of aping the
Soviets uncritically. We copied
Soviet papers mechanically. That
was no advancement for us. Now
we must give our papers a na-
tional character. And we must
cease to put a pretty front on
things. We must realize that our
press kept secret even things that
the sparrows chirped from t h e
rooftops. . .

"Last year, for instance, wo had
a big flood a flood that even in-
undated the offices of our own pa-
per, the l'ilsen I'ravda. But there
was not a single line about this
flood in the papers, including our
own. . .

"We journalists are guiltv.Henceforth we should have a new
slogan no more dull newspapersLet's print news."

Heavy Earthquake Center
In S. America Vicinity

BERKELEY, Calif. on- -A heavv
earthquake centered in South
America or off its Pacific Coast
was recorded at 1:02.53 a m. Tues-
day on the University of Califor-
nia seismograph.
