Hershey said that of the nation's
pool of about five million men at
the best age for military service,
1,300,000 are avallable for duty,
1,400,000 sre fathers and 2500000

The pool of 1300000 available
men, he continued, would prob-
ably “shrink all too fast" in case
of need, but in any case. he said,
men in this group “should be
trained and used to replace the
aging men among the 2% million
men who have already served
varving terms of service.”

Hershey went on to say that
many of the fathers and “‘unac-
cepiables™ could “perform well,
especially in a ready reserve.’
