The upland birds of the Pacific
Northwest have taken a beating
from spring and winter weather
in the past two vears and the out-
look for nmext fall's hunting season
ranges from pessimism in Oregon
to mild optimism in Washington,

In both states the hopes for fall
shooting hang oo the trend of the
weather in the firsm couple of
weeks n June,
| That's when the ringnecks will
|be hatching. Wel chilly weather
could destroy ihe broods and
leave the Northwest with almost
a pheasantiess fall

Game department officials of
both states agree. however, that
a favorable nesting season could
give hunters in both stales much
better shooting than they had last
year

Burton Lauvckhart., chief game
biologist for the Washington Dre-
partment of Game points out that
the flood year of 1048 was fol
lowed by the poorest hunting sea-
son in 10 vears. “But in 1948,' he
added, “the pheasants  bounced
back and that was the best hunt-
ing season in 10 years'

The Oregon Game Commission
reportod this week a8 survey ol
the hreeding stocks of pheasants
and valley quail “indicates a gen-
eral statewide decline.”

Lauckharl, after a check with
department field men, sand the
Washington outlook was less dis-
mal, Although the pheasant kill
lust year was the lowest in sev-
eral years, he said thebe appears
to be a good carryover of brood
stock
