Soldier Tells

Of Scattering

MAEBASHI, Japan A

Japanese police officer said
Thursday a Michigan soldier has
told Japanese authorities that he

not Sp.3.C. William Girard
tossed empty shell casings onto a
U.S. Army range before a Japan-
ese woman scrap collector was
shot and killed Jan. 30.

The officer, who would not be
quoted by name or rank, said the
statement of Sp.3.C. Victor Nickel
of Inkster, Mich., that he scat-
tered the empty shells "at

suggestion" has been in-

cluded in a secret police file on
the shooting.

Japanese court officials said it
was not among court records in
the case, in which Girard has
been charged with "inflicting bod-

ily injury resulting in death."
Conviclion could carry a sentence
of up to 15 years in a Japanese
prison.

The U.S. decision lo turn Girard
over to Japan for trial has stirred
a storm of protest in the United
States and court action seeking
to return Girard there.

U.S. Army officials In Tokyo
refused to discuss reports that
Army investigators had secured a
new statement from Nickel within
the past few days and forwarded
it to Army officials at Washing
ton.

The Japanese indictment
against Girard accuses him of
scattering empty shell casings to
entice Japanese scrap collectors
closer and then twice firing empty
shell casings in their direction
from a grenade launcher attached
to his rifle.

A. N. Orcutt, 79,
Retired Attorney,
Dies In Portland

A. N. (Bert) Orcutt. one of the
grand old men of Douglas County
legal circles, died at the age of
79 in Portland Wednesday.

The former Roseburg attorney
had been a member of the Oregon
State Bar for 53 years. He retired
from the firm of Orcutt, Long and
Neuner in Roseburg four years ago
and moved with his wife, Dora, to
Portland.

Orcutt followed his wife in de.ilh
by four months. She died in Feb
ruary. She was the daughter of a
pioneer Oakland physician, J. H.
Page.

A native of Iowa. Orcutt came
to Oregon in 1901. He taught at
Central Oregon State Normal
School at Drain and then moved
in 1903 to Roseburg to study law.
Orcutt's father, J. 11., was presi-
dent of the Drain school.

Among his pupils at Drain were
Circuit Judge Carl E. Wimberly.
R. L. "Whipple, another Roseburg
airorney. ana ucorgc Neuner Sr.,
former Douglas County district at-

torney and stale attorney general.
For many years after establish-in- g

a law practice in Roseburg,
Orcutt was in partnership with the
late Dexter Rice. He was honored
in June 1954 by the Douglas Coun

Appropriation
Bills Presented

WASHINGTON The last
of 12 regular appropriation bills
was sent to the House Thursday
by its appropriations committee,
which boosted to about $4,040,000,-00- 0

total cuts it has recommended
this year in presidential money
requests.

The bill allots $814,813,023 to fi-

nance government public works
programs during the fiscal year
starting July 1, a reduction
of $01,639,977 from the amount
President Eisenhower had re-

quested.
As it has on the past 11 bills,

the House is expected to follow
closely the committee's recom-
mendations when it considers the
bill next week. Not all of the
House-passe- measures have been
passed by the Senate, but that
body has adhered generally to
House figures on bills it has con-

sidered.
The goal of congressional budget-cut-

ters this session is to cut
close to five billion dollars from
the President's over-al- l money re-

quests totaling $73,300,000,000.
A cut of one billion in special

measures financing the foreign
aid program and the Atomic En-

ergy Commission would he neces-
sary to attain that objective.
These bills are yet to come.

The bill approved by the com-

mittee Thursday provides funds
for the Army Engineers' river
and harbor and flood control pro-

grams, the Reclamation Bureau,
the Bonneville Power Administra-
tion, the Southeastern Power Ad-

ministration and the Southwest-
ern Power Administration.

Its total is $52,521,977 less than
Congress voted for the same pur-

poses this year.
The largest allotment of n e w

funds, $619,325,023, was for water
resources construction programs
conducted by the government.
The. money is for 285 projects and
activities with a total estimated
federal cost of $12,400,000,000.

Navy Of ficials

Say Plane Strayed
Off Assigned Course

WASHINGTON un Navy offi
cials described as an isolated in-

cident today the shots fired by a
Communist Chinese shore battery
ai an American plane which they
said apparently strayed off course
and was damaged slightly.

They expressed the opinion,
based on early dispatches, that the
juciueni is not iiKoiy ip pro-
duce any significant military re
percussions.

The Navy announced Wednesday
that the plane, flying from the car
rier Hornet, was "fired on and
slightly damaged by Communist
Chinese antiaircraft" in the area
of the Formosa Strait.

"It appears that the aircraft con-

cerned was to the westward of its
plotted position, being about eight
miles off Ihe coast when it was
fired on," the Navy announcement
added. It said the plane, other-
wise unidentified, was on a routine
training flight at the time, and
returned quicklv to the carrier.

First word of the incident came
from Pciping radio, which said in
a broadcast heard in London uiai
the Hornet and four destroyers,
sailing from Hong Kong, "invaded
part of the South China Sea within
the territorial waters of China.

The Red Chinese version said
planes taking off from the carrier
'intruded into the Swalow area.'

Harold Stassen

WASHINGTON WI Hirnlri
Stassen denied Thursday that he
has been reprimanded bv Secre.
tary of Slate Dulles for his priv.

disarmament. But he acknowl-
edged he is returning to London
with new "procedural" instruc-
tions.

Stassen answered n:testinn
from reporters briefly at National
Airport as he waited to board a
plane for New York and his trans-
atlantic flight to London.

For days he has been here
talking primarily with State De-

partment officials. There were re-

ports he was in hot water with
President Eisenhower and pullcs
iui Having given iuu mucn n

to the Russians on new
U.S. disarmament policy loo far
in advance of full agreement with
Britain, France and other Allies.

The nature of his answers left
no doubt that his method of work-
ing with the Soviets and with Al-

lied governments had been the
real reason for his consultations
here.

But Stassen was emphatic twice
in responding to questions about a
reprimand.

Each time, Stassen replied with
a laugh, "No, of course not."

When asked whether he was tak-

ings new instructions, Stassen
"procedural, yes sub-

stance, no."
This indicated that the U. S.

policy plans stand basically where
they were when President Eisen-
hower decided them three weeks
ago. These call for concentrating
on an aerial inspection zone in the
Arctic, for cutting back conven-
tional arms and for getting an
early start on halting atomic
weapons manufacture.

Three months later Harold Stas-
sen, the U.S. delegate to the arms
talks, told newsmen that all five
nations on the subcommittee
the United States, Russia, Brit-
ain, France and Canada had
agreed on ground inspection as a
necessary part of disarmament.

Khrushchev told the news con-

ference, which he held with Pre-
mier Bulganin, that "no system
of control can solve the problem
of disarmament because it can-
not prevent any slate from plan-

ning aggression if it wants to."
The party chief said the prob-

lem of disarmament could be
solved only through confidence
and trust, particularly among the
great powers.

Khrushchev said he and Bulgan-
in planned to continue their trav-
eling salesmanship abroad with
visits to foreign countries still to
be announced.

He said they would like very
much to visit the United States
"but no one has asked us and
we are too proud to ask for an
invitation ourselves."
