Marjorie Meade are being tried
on grand jury indictments charg-
ing conspiracy to publish lewd and
obscene material and publishing
inflammatory material constitut-

ing criminal libel.
Linn described Robert Harrison

of New York, publisher of Conf-
idential and Whisper, as "the lead-

ing force in this conspiracy he
is the Mister Big of this opera-
tion."

Linn said he would present evi-

dence designed to prove that the
magazines "operated through
private eyes and women of the
night to make contacts with prom-
inent people around Hollywood
and create situations."

Defense counsel Arthur J. Crow-
