4 — Nine Na-

The men, members of a squad-
ron  relurning  from  a traning
cruise to Cuba, were en route
from Glynco, Ga.. to Lakehurst,
N.J., Thursdsy night when their
Navy blimp ran into a severe (hun-
dersquall over Pamlico Sound.

The blimp lost pressure from a
rip in lts envelope casing and was
forced (nto the water almost im-
mediately, they said. The men
iplled into two life rafts—seven
men in one and two on the other.

Earlier reports from the Coasl
fiuard here put the number of men
| aboard the f)limp at 16, However,
there were only 9. There was no
immediate explanation of the dis-
erepancy.

Lt. Cmdr. Ross M. Dempsey.
Burlington, N. J., commanding af-
ficer of the blimp, sald the storm
kept water pouring into the rafts.
The men iried to stay as close lo
the wrecked blimp as  possible
The nose of the blimp, only por-
tion showing above the waler, was
spotted by fishermen about & a.m.
A 25-foot fishing boat went to the
scene and picked up the two rafts.
