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CHRISTMAS TREE HARVEST \

During the holiday season considerable comment ap-
peared in varions newspapers concerning the cofting of
Christmas trees. Writers of letters to the editpr complained
of the “waste’ of trees. Many retail dealers, thev asid, had
large numbers of trees left and had to destroy them by
burning. Corvespondents felt that this waste should he
avoided.

The public concern expressed in many parts of the siate
is most gratifving, even though at least partly in ervor. But
the fact that so many people felt it necessary to complain
about the use of a commercinl fype of tree as a Christmas
tree, and particularly about the waste of troes, throngh
avercutting, ia a healthy sign. People definitely are inter-
ested in conservation of trees. these letters prove, snd be.
come anxions when thev ohserve practices helioved to he
improper, :

Actually, few of the trees cut for Chrisimas had com-
mercial value, other than the value vealized. "hose burned
were, for the most part, trees that didn’t even qualify
properiy for Christmas trees

Sale of Christmas trees has grown into a tremendous
bhusiness. Tt is a business that gets larger vear by vear and
is hecoming an important segment of the timber industry

Thinning Benefits Forest

Here in Orvegon, where we still have an abundance of
timber, many people go out into the woods and select their
own Christmas trees. Some damage must he chavged o
these persons. They often select trees which have mer-
chantahle value, or eut them improperly. But. as frees
become more valuuble, the independent tree entter finds he
is not as welcome on private lands as in earlier vears,

The Christmas tree business hasn't assumed a3 much
importance in Douglas County as in many other parts of the
country. Particularly is this true as it affects the Umpgun
National Forest. Many of the national forests more heavily
cut over, such as those in Washington and the upper Wil-
lamette Valley, do a thriving business in Christmas trees,
Thinning new forests removes competition for vemaining
frees. Thinning permits removal of those trees suitable for
Christmas uga bhut not of a quality to prodoee merchiantable
timber,

Douglas County publie domain forests he
reached the stage for commercinl Christmas tres operations
on a large scale,

The Umpqua National Forest, however, Supervidor Vo
dis Miller reports, realized $5,172 from the =nle of approxi-
mately 2,000 trees in the Diamond Lake district THhesn
trees, Shasta firs, were sold at a price of 50 conts per linear
foot or around $2.50 per tree.

Eventually, as more logged - off lands are planted,
Christmas tree production definitely will be a part of the
1.8, Foreal Service program, Supervizor Millar reports.

Planting Costs Recovered

Whon logged-off arens are planted, Miller expluined, it
is planned to alternate Douglas fir seadlings with white,
Shasta, Noble firs, or other varieties of trees preferred for
Christmas use. Then, as thinning i= needed, the Christmas
trees ean be harvested. leaving the Douglas firs spaced at
the recommended intervals, The sale of Christmax trees
on forests where this plan is used pavs the total planting
cost, Miller says.

The growing Christmas tree market is getting a sub-
stantinl part of itz supply from privately owned Christmas
tree plantations. At present these plantations cinnot sup-
plv the total demand, but more nereage i boing planted
eich vear, Many owners of submarginal land are finding
Christmas treées the most profitable evop for such lands.

It has been 18 muonths since Uon-
gress approved the $80 billion fed-

eryl interstate highway program
The program, which will make
four-lane routes through most ar-

eax f the pation, is expected to
take 13 sears o complele

We will be seeing the first evi-
dence of this program bere In
Lane County during 1938 The State
Highway Commission has bodger-
ed 52 million for structures (pre-
sumably over and underpasses and
controlled access points | and grad-
ing from Judkins Point 1o the coun-
ty line on the north. Andther $1.74
million s budgeted for the section
from the Lane County line lo Al
bany. The hest estimates of the
state highway depariment indicate
that this part of the freoway will
be completed in 1961, or five years
from the time Congress approved
the program

We could wish
much sopner, but {rom reporis
we've seen on progress in other
states it would appear that Oregon
(s doing well in keeping [reeway
deyelopment rolling

The section between Salem and
Portland is almost done. A "
goction in Portland is not complet
ed and the bypass at Salem s
scheduled  for  fourlaning This
work will be finished in 1950, Also
by 1959, the addition of two lanes
o 'S 99 between Salem and Al
bany will be accomplished

The fact that the portion betwern
Eugene and Albany wil take two
mare veurs (s understandable when
one considers that it involves the
complete relocation of US.
