uring farm prices declared by law
to be fair to farmers in relation
o their costs

The actual rates will be &1 cents
a bushel for oals, the same as
last year; 9% cents o bushel for
harley compared with 85 cenls
last veuar:; $100 a bushel for rye
compared with £118 last vear,
and $L.51 a hundred pounds for
sorghum grains compared wilh
$188 last year

The 1958 rate for sovheans will
he unchanged from last year's
5209 & bushel. But the flaxseed

rate will be $278 a bushel com-
pared with $292 last year

The rate for dry beans was put
at $6.18 a hundred pounds com-
pared with 8631 last year. The
hiney rate will be 56 cents a
pound compared with 9.7 cents In
1957
