WASHINGTON ¢ —A Portland,
fre., firm should be allowed to
absorb six other molor carrier
companies and thus become the
largest trucking service in the
natios, an Interstate Commerce
Commission examiner says

Examiner Levi Pettis saud Con-
solidated Freightways Ine. should
be permitted to buy the other
truck lines and extend service
from coast Lo cosst

Because a large number of other
firms rate along the same
routes, the acquisition by Consali-
dated of the six companies would
not “result in undue restraint of
competition,” Pettis sald.

The Justice Department haw
sald that the Consolidaled plan
would have “anti-competitive ef-
fecta.””

Superior Service

Pettis said, however, that under
the proposal, Consolidated could
provide “single line” serviee
through the Eastern states which
would be superior to present inter-
change agreements with other
carriers

The companies involved, inciud
ing Consolidated, have a total o
58,000 route-miles in nearly all
parts of the couniry

Some route miles would be
eliminated by the merger, but
Pettis said under the purchase
plan  Consolidated “undoubtedly”

would hecome the largest U.S,
truck firm in terms of roules
served, annual revenues and ve-

hicles operated.

Consolidated has said it will lay
aul $18,627.164 to effect control of
the six companies

Those six firms had total gross
revenues of more than 95 million
dollars in 1956,
