I he twister apparently was an
offshoot of a violent wind and rain
storm which raked parts of East-
ern Oregon and south eastern
Washington.

An eyewitness said the funnel
of the small tornado dipped down
and demolished a new concrete
block structure alongside the high
way junction 29 miles west ot
Walla Walla and 17 miles south-
east of Pasco.

The marina reported an esti-

mated $3,000 damage done to
moored boats and plate glass win-

dows. Other boat clubs in the area
also suffered some damage. The
town of Wallula, nearby, was not
hit.

Many boats, a number of them
from Walla Walla, are moored in

the backwater at the mouth of the
Walla Walla River where it enters
the McNary Dam reservoir.

The storm struck the junction
area about 6:30 p.m.

Helmet Caused Cuts
"The helmet dug into my fore-

head and that's where I got these
cuts. But it also gave me a few
inches of breathing space enough
to last three or four minutes.

"I felt a lot of pressure, espe-
cially on my left leg.

"The cave-i- knocked me onto
Tny back. My left arm was twisted
behind me and my right arm was
straight up.

"I knew I'd have a better chance
if 1 kept still, so I didn't wriggle
around to try to get loose. 1 talked
to Rex for a minute or so. but
quit talking because 1 knew I
couldn't talk to him and still keep
breathing. Later, he said he could
hear me.

Adams said in the letter that
he never had owned a house in
Washington and that he now lives
in a rented house here. Adams
added:

"Mr. Goldfine has never, either
directly or indirectly, purchased
or helped to finance the purchase
of any house of mine . , .

"These statements are absol-
utely false."

The Adams letter was written
on While House stationery.

Chairman Harris was asked by
reporters whether the committee
has any evidence tending to prove
or disprove Fox's testimony about
the house.

"I prefer," he replied, "not to
make any statement-- as lo what
we do or do not have."

The chairman said the commit-
tee will go into the matter ef
the house further at another time
but declined to elaborate. He de-
cided also to characterize tho
testimony of Fox.
