Mrs. Cecelia P. Galey, chairman

The 2.7 per cent rate goes into
effect when the fund falls below
531,500,000.

The commission attempted early
In the year to prevent the fund
from falling below that point by
borrowing 14 million dollars from
the government. But the money
was returned after Atty. Gen.
Robert Y. Thornton ruled that the
state had no authority to borrow
it.
