Khrushchev Asks

Talks Of Civilian,

Military Experts
MOSCOW (AP) - Soviet Pre-

mier Nikila Khrushchev called
Thursday for an East-Wes- t con-

ference of military and civilian
experts to work out an agreement
to prevent surprise attacks by one
nation upon another.

Khrushchev made his proposal
in a letter to President Eisenhow-
er delivered in Washington
Wednesday and released at a For-

eign Ministry news conference in
Moscow Thursday afternoon.

He suggested the United States
and the Soviet Union take the in-

itiative in calling the conference,
that the conference be held in the
near future and that the partici-
pants include the United States,
the Soviet Union "and possibly
representatives of some other gov-
ernment."

An agreement against surprise
attack has been one of the Krem-
lin's several standing proposals for
discussion between East and West.
Khrushchev's latest reiteration of
the proposal took it one step furth-
er to a possible conference of
technical experts.

At the same time, it revived a

general subject, dormant for the
past few weeks, of an East-Wes- t

summit conference.
