Temperatures and fire danger
dropped throughout Oregon Thurs-

day as moist air rolled in from
the Pacific Ocean. Thunderstorms
accompanying the cooler weather
dumped heavy rains in Southern
Oregon but left no uncontrolled
fires.

The Weather Bureau said the
cooling cloud cover would remain
through Friday. Alternoon clear-
ing and additional thunderstorms
were forecast for Western Oregon
with warmer sun and thunder-shower- s

in Eastern Oregon. Fire
danger was listed as moderate.

A lightning storm which struck
the Grants Pass and Medford
areas Wednesday night was de-

scribed by W. j. Moyer, Grants
Pass California-Orego- Power Co.
manager, as the worst in the com-

pany's history at Grants Pass.

Bastmtnts Flooded
In one period a total

of .48 inch of rain was recorded
in Grants Pass. Basements were
flooded and the door of one down-
town hotel was sandbagged to
prevent flooding the lobby floor.
No major water damage was re-

ported.
Thunder rattled windows

throughout the Rogue River Val-

ley and gusts of wind up to 56
miles an hour were reported.
There was no known crop dam-

age. Most of the fruit in valley
orchards is far enough along to
withstand the storm, agricultural
officials said.

The ' heavy rains extinguished
most of the fires still burning on
state and national forest lands.
Lightning strikes started about a
dozen new blazes, but all were
minor and crews were at work
on all of them this morning.

Lightning Strikes Twice
A Grants Pass woman found

that lighthing can strike twice in
the same place. A bolt Wednes-
day night struck a locust tree in
front of the home of Mrs. Dana
McKinstry. ripping off a large
branch. The same tree had been
hit by lightning in Tuesday night's
storm.

The rangelands and forest areas
of the rest of the state apparently
escaped the fury of the Wednes-
day storm. Some lookouts in
Southern Oregon were reported
fogged in this morning.

Fire crews in Eastern Oregon
are anticipating trouble from
thundershowers forecast Thursday
night and Fridav.

The Dalles had the highest tem-

perature Wednesday in the North-
west with a sizzling 101. Pendle-
ton reported 96. Salem had 91 and
Baker 90.
