Growing forest tree seedlings In
a home nursery is a good deal
like growing rden plants {or
transplanting, according to a pew
circular published by the Oregon
Stuts college extension service.

In general, though, you ean buy
trea seedlings cheaper than you
can raise them, the ecircular ad-
vises, Raising  coniferous  trees |
from seed Is an exacting job that
requires specinl knowledge and
some special equipment, it is point-
ed out.

However, growing seedlings at
home does help get tree seedlings
when they're not avallable else-
where, and you ean also grow trea
species not commonly affered for
sale, You ean also use your home-
grown Lrees for any purpose you
wish, the cireular adds.

State laws in gencral forbid the
use of state-federal nursery seed-
lings for moything but reforesta-
tion, Christmag trees, windhreaks,
and other conservation uses, it is
explained. State-federal seedlings
can't bu planted within incorporat-
ed cily limits, resold with roots
attached, or used for ornamental

purﬁnwn.
