The measure docs reduce the
powers of the service secretaries
and the individual military chiefs.

The bill provides a clear - cut
command system for the kind of
forces most often used in modern
wars teams composed of select-
ed elements of one, two or more
services. Once a service commit-
ted units to such a force it could
not withdraw them without approv-
al of the secretary of defense. And
task force commanders would re-

port to the top, without going
through individual service secre-
taries.
