At 16,250 Miles Speed

HUNTSVILLE, Ala. (AP) -E-

xplorer IV, newest and largest
U.S. satellite, is orbiting the earth
at a speed of 16,250 miles an hour.

Army missile scientists at near-
by Redstone Arsenal, revealing
several calsulations here this
week, said the projec-
tile also:
