cense-fire In the Formosa Stralt
and resumed shelling Quemoy

They began the shelling
August, quit for a week
ago, extended the cease-fire
next weekend and suddenly
lobse agan Mooday

Secretary of State Dulles and
his  associates had decided that
the Reds, after observing their
own ceasefire for two weeks,
would make it permanent. What
the Reds did Monday shattered
any complacency Dulles had on
this score

It was the Reds’ way of thumb.
ing their nose at him

Meant Te Embarrass Dulles

There's no doubt it was meant
1o embarrass him before he could=
land on Formora to 1alk with
Chiang Kai-shek about the future
of Quemoy. The Communisis were
plainly saving they were the ones
wha'd call the shots

But thin other Interpretation —
showing a little more long-range
thinking on the Reds' part—can
also be placed on their sudden
action: .

To put pressure on Dulles—just
in case he had the idea thev had
Iinitinted the ceasefire out of
weakness—1o make more conces
sions than he might have thought
necessary f he were laking »
permanent cease-fire for granted
now

It could bave been meant to
push him harder into pressuring
Chiang into cutting down National
st forces on the Quemoy and
Matsu islande, hoth near the
China coast, and eventually per
haps into abandontng them to the
Communists if a ceasefire be
comes permanent,
