This year. IRS says, there will
be returns from around 60 million
individuals, 975,000 corporations,
and a million partnerships, plus 20

million employment tax returns,
and 3 million returns on federal
excise, alcohol and tobacco taxes.
There will be 260 million docu-
ments involving those returns.

That s a lot or looking over for
the 50,000 people employed by IRS
m its nine regional, 64 district, and
900 branch offices. Of the 50,000
about 15.500 are auditors but a lot
of the others are used in checking
returns.

In the case of some of the big
gest corporations, IRS assigns
three to five agents all year

WASHINGTON (NEA)
Something new may be added to
U.S. Weather Bureau reports and
forecasts on an experimental basis
in some localities this summer. It
will be a "Discomfort Index," or
"D.I." In effect it will be an ef-

fort to give scientific numbers to
the old saying that, "It ain't the
heat that gits me it's the humid-

ity."
Weather reports today give both

these measurements. High and
low temperatures are given for

periods and "relative humid-

ity" which is the percentage
of moisture the air holds, com-

pared with the maximum it could
hold at that temperature. What
weather scienists have been seek-

ing is one number to tell the whole
story.

One old suggestion has been to
add temperature to relative humid-

ity and divide the sum by two,
to get "humiture."

BUT WEATHER EXPERTS say
this rule of thumb is too simple
and not very exact. So they have
cooked up a couple of formulas
to give a more accurate D.I. One
is too complicated to go into. The
simpler is:

D.E. equals s of the
sum of dry and wet bulb- ther-
mometer readings, plus 15. Or
D.I. equals .4 (DB plus WB) plus
15.

As an example, take noon read
ings for a midsummer day of 96

dry bulb, 70 wet bulb. The sum is
168. Four-tenth- s of that is 66.4.
Add 15 and the D.I. is 81.4.

Earl C. Thorn, the U.S. Weather
Bureau climatologist who invented
the term "discomfort index" and
who has done most of the research
on it, says that about 10 per cent
of tne people will be uncomfortable
when the D.I. reaches 70. Half will

.time of dispute for benefit of the whole and, if in need,
should have public support for their needs. Hunger is no
respecter of labor disputes, it is claimed, and a man, forced
out of a job by union command, can get as hungry as any
other human and is as badly in need of food. To force him
to go back to work, under unfavorable conditions, is ac-

tually taking sides in a labor dispute, because the one thing
the employer is striving to do is to starve workers into sub-
mission. Such arguments are advanced by labor leaders.

At the same time the contention is made on the other
side that if a man doesn't like the conditions under which he
labors, he has a right to quit. If he engages in a work stop-
page, either as an individual, or at command of the union,
the public shouldn't be held responsible and. if the union
commands a stoppage, then the union should take care of
its members.

The issue is an old one. So long as labor is a compelling
influence in politics, the proposal from the Douglas County
Welfare Commission probably won't prevail, despite opinion
from commission members.

But the fact that elderly, helpless people are taking sub-
stantial cuts, partly because welfare money is being used
to help needy persons engaged in a labor dispute, probably
will put more fuel on what already is a raging fire.
