Enough Rockets
MOSCOW (AP) Soviet Premier

Nikita Khrushchev says "maybe
before long" the Soviet Union will
reduce its production of rockets.

"We have good rockets and in
the necessary quantity,'.' he said
in a speech delivered to agricul-
tural workers in Kiev, in the
Ukraine.

The Western powers', he said,
were particularly afraid of the
"surging growth" of the Soviet
economy "yet they are incapable
of arresting our forward move
ment."

"This is what we say to lovew
of military adventure," he added.
"Do n)t touch us and we shall
never touch you."

The Soviet leader predicted that
a summit meeting would be held
even if the foreign ministers con
ference in Geneva fails to yield

great positive results.
President Eisenhower told a

news conterence last Wednesday
that if anything came out of the
Geneva conference which "gives
enlarged nope lor decreasing ten-
sions in the world, than 1 think a

summit meeting would become al
most a foregone conclusion."

The Soviet Premier indicated he
anticipated a series of summit
conferences.
