While there is a great deal of
legitimate discontent and right-
eous indignation in the Negro
community, it has never devel-one- d

into a large-scal- e hatred for
whites.

"I am amazed that it hasn't
attracted more in the light of the
conditions that still exist, and I
am speaking of the conditions that
they Ihrive on such as economic
deprivation.
