quate to return a good profit to
the processor and should permit
him to purchase his raw potatoes
in the same manner and on sim-

ilar quality standards as the
fresh market," Johnson said.

Oregon Potato Committee said
that in the absence of canning-freezin- g

controls, potato proces-
sors can use culls to undermine
markets for high quality fresh
potatoes.
