Perhaps Mr. Blake, or others, could cast some informa.
tion on the meaning of the word “Umpqua.” The origin of

| the word and its meaning have become =0 invalved that it

wollld seem the word is to be lost in hopeless ambiguity un-
less some specific identification is fortheoming.

The late Lewis A, McArthur, in

his hook Ovregon Geographic
Names, has no definition for the
word.

It was applied to the tribe of In-|
dians inhahiting the area, to the
river, to the valley, he reports,
Early settlers say the Indipns used
the word as a greeling, as we say
“hello” today, and also a o eall,

Spellings by nistorians  differed
as they sought to reproduce the
guttural sounds of the  Indian|
speech. MeArthur suvs the waord
vatried in spelling from “Umpqua™
which finally became the chosen |
pronunciation, 10 “Umnptqua,”
“Umkwa," “lmpgua, “Yampedgu-
aws,” “Unikwa," and “Umquas."

One of my most inleresting ex-
periences was (o have known the
late Binger Hermann., Hermann
was one of Ovegon's ploneer law-
vors. He served as o' rvepresenta-
live in Congress for twelve years |
at a time when the entire State of!
Oregon wias one congressional dis-
triet. Following several vears as
Commissioner of the General Land
Office; one of the most responsible
of public offices of the day, he was
reclected o the Congress, Oregon
by that time having  grown to
have two distriels

Though, still in
doing  considerable reporting for
the newspaper  and 4 prineinal
source ol my news and information
was Binger Hormann, then retived,
