The Klamath lake mullet (Catos-tomu- s

luxatrus), a particular spe-
cies of sucker native to the Klam-
ath basin, are beginning to run
and providing great sport to fish-

ermen.
And the most popular method of

taking these large fish is with
snagging gear, the only game fish
in Oregon which may be taken
legally by the snagging method.

Art Gerlach, district fishery bio-

logist at Klamath Falls, reports
that schools of mullet are concen-
trating around shore line springs
and are beginning to push into
Klamath lake tributary streams on
their spawning runs.

The Klamath mullet may be tak-

en the year around at any size
and in any numbers. The fish sel-

dom bite on hook and line although
an occasional fish may be hooked
on small baits. - Because of their
unsocial attitude toward hook and
line angling, these fish may be
taken by spear, gaff, or snag hook.

The most popular fishing time
is during the spring when the fish
school and congregate near the
shore line and in the rivers on their
spawning runs. Flesh is white and
firm and is excellent smoked, the
favorite method of preparation by,
most anglers. During the early
days, the Klamath lake mullet was
a major source of food for the
Klamath Indian tribes.
