Douglas County cities will soon be tak-
ing part in a state-wide program of vol-
untary vehicle safety checks.

The purpose is to conirol one of the
more tangible factors in traffic acci-
dents. It is not nearly as important a
factor as the human frailties, but it's
still an item which can take lives

Inspections by local civie and service
arganizations will be condueted through-
out the state for the rest of May and
through June to locate defective safety
equipment and focus attention on the im-
portance of vehicle condition as a factor
in traffic safety.

A special representative on loan from
the auto industry is traveling around the
state now, providing communities and or-
ganizations with material and advice on
sondueting what the state Traffic Safety
Division calls  “traffic  safely check
lanes,"

This is a voluntary mutter for motor-
jsls, but it can't be urged strongly
enough that they participate. With the
sufety check lanes, men go over the
different operating parts of the car to de-
termine their working condition. Then,
if something is amiss, the inspectors point
