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Kennedy Leads
U.S. Tribute
To War Dead

WASHINGTON (UPI) — Presl-
dent Kenpedy puld a8 Memaorial
Day tribile to the nation's war
dead and an unscheduled stop at
the graveside of former Defense
Secrctary  James  Forrestal

During brief formal cercmonies,
the President Thursday placed a
wreath al the Tomb of the Un:
knowns high on a hill in Arling-

{ton National Cemetery which ove

erlooks the Capitol.

Kennedy, who did not speak at
the tomby, then was driven through
the winding tree lined roads of
the cemelery containing 112,000
lombs o o remote corner, There,
lie stopped al the graveside of
Forrestal, the first secrelary of
delense.

He stood silently a few mom-
enls  before the plain  marker
which reads: “Died 1949 in the
cause of good government.”

Forrestal, who became the na-
tion's [irst defense chiel In 1947,
died in a fall from the window of
his hospital room at the Belhes.
