Voltaire, who is listed by most
of the critics as one of the literary
GREATS of all time, put the im-

portance of brevity and clarity
about as well as it has ever been
put when he said in a letter to a
friend :

"I hope you will pardon this long
letter. I am verv busv today and I

HAVEN'T TIME to write a short
one."

It takes time to write so briefly
and so clearly that NO ONE can
fail to grasp the meaning of what
has been written.

Another of the great practition-
ers of brevity. and clarity was Ab.
raham Lincoln. His Gettysburg ad-

dress has been called the only
great prose poem of classical per-
fection in modern English. Yet it
contains only 267 words in ten sen-

tences.
But Lincoln chose those 267 sim- -

pie. noble words with such care
that NO ONE, even to this day. a
century after they were spoken.
can fail to be thrilled and inspired
by them.

There is a strange tradition that
Lincoln wrote his Gettysburg ad-

dress on the bark of an envelope on
his way by train to the Gettysburg
battlefield.

Nothing could be farther from
Ihe truth. He made K1VK hand-
written drafts of it. It was the sec-

ond of the five that he finally
chose as the one that most clearly
expressed his deep feeling.

Battlefield, consecrated and gov-
ernment are three of the longest
words he used. But these were es-

sential to the thought he wanted
to convey. If you will his
immortal Address, you must come
to the conclusion that not a single
word could have been left out with-
out clouding his meaning.

In Hamlet (Act I, Scene 111 Wil-

liam Shakespeare, one nf the Great
Masters of Ihe Knglish language,
causes Polonius to say to Ihe
queen :

"Therefore, since brevity Is the
soul of wit,

"And tediousness the limbs and
outward flourishes.

"1 will he brief Your nuhle son
is mad."
