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What Is Role Of Community College?

' With a prog-ru- of 'community col-

leges comparatively new to the state, its
purpose in the life of a community is often
misunderstood.

Douglas County is in the throes of for-

mation of a community college district,
and it is obvious that much still needs to
he known about it here.

J A man who has watched the growth
of community and junior colleges over
the nation this year gave a report on his
concepts of the purposes and functions at
k meeting of the Oregon Association of
School Administrators.

' Dr. D. Grant Morrison, specialist in
the U. S. Office of Education on commun-
ity and junior colleges, says some people
se$ the community college as "an extend-ei- h

high school ; others see it as a lower
division of a liberal arts college; others
us a trade and technical school. Some
even look on it as an adult education and
community service institution.

Dr. Morrison says a composite of these
concepts probably makes up the real pur-
pose of the community college. He says
ideal outline of functions can better be
established by viewing them through the
eyes of student, faculty, community and
the four-yea-r colleges.

The student, he says, recognizes
that with the presence of a community
college, he has a chance to continue his
education without the great financial
load necessary in a formal college. The
result is the chance for a skilled position,
from which he is not eliminated by the
reasons which might keep him from col-

lege otherwise.
Teachers, Dr. Morrison said, m u s t

look on community colleges as places
where teaching is more important than
basic research; studying is more import-
ant than writing; students and commun-
ity contacts replace more cloistered
halls; and that methods must be changed
to keep in tune with this age of technol-
ogy.

The community, he said, must recog-
nize it as a means of upgrading of skilled
personnel, as well as improving educa-
tional, cultural and artistic climate in
the area; it encourages new industries;
increases real estate values; and boosts
payrolls.

Finally, the four-yea-r colleges see it
as a cooperating, not a competing, insti-
tution. The community college also makes
it possible for the four-yea-r college and
university to put major emphasis on up-
per division and graduate work. Dr. Mor-
rison points out that several states are
approaching the place where three-quarte-

of the lower division students are in
the two-yea- r colleges.

He suggests that in planning a com-

munity college, it can avoid the major
weaknesses often seen in such institutions
by:

1. Providing in home communities
more and broader opportunities for more
youth and adults to continue their educa-
tion beyond the high school.

2. Providing an adequate program of
guidance which will assist each student
in a realistic appraisal of his competen-
cies and in the development of a voca-
tional and educational goal which is ap-

propriate.
If these aims are achieved, the com-

munity college will be fulfilling its role.

It's Your Law

The average person has only a
vague idea concerning his rights in
court. When unjustly charged with
an offense, even a simple traffic
violation, he is prone to feel that
all is lost. Our laws, however, pro-
vide a number of protections to in-

sure against conviction of the in-

nocent.

right of the accused is summarized
in the adage, "Every
man is innocent until proved guil-

ty." It is up to the prosecuting
authorities to prove that the per-
son on trial is guilty and not the
obligation of the person accused
to prove that he is innocent.

Perhaps unfortunately for the
bad taste that could come later,
there is a mounting feeling that
the world is at the threshold of
profound changes. In Western
capitals Ihe hope is that it will he
for the better.

Chief basis for this hope is the
widening split between the Soviet
Union und its Red Chinese allies,
and Ihe corollary belief Ihat a
split with Red China would make
Nikita Khrushchev more amen-
able toward reaching understand-
ing with the West.

Lending support to these hopes
have been a number of factors:

In Moscow, the ideological
battle between the two Communist
giants has been going according
to the script laid down weeks and
months ago by the warring prop-
aganda organs of Ihe two nations
and no compromise appears in
sight.

Mirushehev s own apparent
belief, as reported to NATO by
Belgian Foreign Minister Paul
Henri Spaak. is that now is the
time to reach some agreement on
nt leust u partial nuclear test ban
and that such an agreement is
possible in the talks which began
this week.

Of lesser importance hut a
straw in the wind, the arrival in
Moscow this week, at the Soviets'
invitution, of an Indian team seek-
ing Russian missiles and
other arms and equipment whose
use clearly would he intended as
defense against Red China.
