paign, claimed a victory because
the final product was similar to
the proposal he submitted
month ago.

three Southerners dissenting.
Three Dixie governors were re-

corded for it and five were ab-

sent.
There was little doubt, how-

ever, that the heat generated by
Rockefeller had resulted in ap-

proval of the compromise plan in-

structing the conference execu-
tive committee to give "top pri-

ority" to civil rights in the com-

ing year. It also appeared to
have warmed his presidential
hopes considerably.

It was the third day of demon-
strations for the west Tennessee
city, located in rolling cotton
country about 40 miles northwest
of Memphis.

licemen scuffled with about 50

Negroes who forced their way
into a public swimming pool and
a police captain received minor
injuries. Five Negroes were ar-

rested.
New York police arrested 139

men, women and children during
anti - discrimination demonstra-
tions at two . construction sites
Tuesday. Negro leader Martin
Luther King Jr. promised in-
