280, four under par, to set up the
playoff.

Palmer's victory increased his
1903 earnings to $90,055.

Both Boros and Nicklaus earned
$4,450 for the round with Nick
laus increasing his 1963 earnings
to $79,590 and Boros to $69,996 to
run behind Palmer. The
trio contributed their 50 per cent
of the day s gate receipts to the
Cluck bvans caddie fund.

It was Palmer's sixth win in 11

playoffs and the second playoff
defeat for both of his opponents
in four tries for Nicklaus and five
for Boros. It was the seventh play-
off in 30 tournaments on the PGA
tour and the fourth for Palmer
in his last five tournaments.
