WASHINGTON (UP1) — Biolo.
gists issued a plea’ today in be-
half of “vanishing species."

They addressed it to earth's
fiercest predator, man, They ap-
pealed to his economic self-inter-
est, to his moral sense, and fto
the delight and sclentific knowl-
edge he derives from creatures
of the wild.

Nature has been evolving dif.
ferent forms of life for something
like three billion years, Nalure
itself has doomed the great ma-
Jority of species to extinetion.

He kills off irreplaccable ani-
mal  types  either by  direct
gloughter or by destruction of
habitats  through' stream pollution
the felling of forests, or indis-
criminate use of polsons.

Many of the 1,500 specles of
mammal in Africa are in danger,
But the new African states are
irying to save some of them.
There are  sound  economic
grounds for doing so.

In Africa, scientists have dis-
covered, wild animals properly
hushanded,
