French Teacher, 
New on Staff, 
Taught GIs in '45 

A young woman who taught 
French to GIs in 1945 is a new- 

comer to the language department 
faculty this term. 

Miss Raymonde Richard, in- 
structor in romance languages, and 
a native of France, is now spend- 
ing her second year in the United 
States. She studied and served as 

an assistant in the French Depart- 
ment at Weilesley last winter. Dur- 
ing the summer, she taught in 

Middlebury College, Vermont. 
Miss Richard attended the Uni- 

versity of Grenoble, and received 
her license, which corresponds to 
a master of arts degree, from the 
University of Nancy. In Nancy, at 
a Franco-American institute for 
GIs, similar to the famous school 
at Biarritz, but on a smaller scale, 
she instructed the American sol- 
diers in French. 

Although she has not been able 
to see much of the United States 
yet, Miss Richard has viewed New 
York, which she found "interest- 
ing and typically American.’’ 

“Just the way of doing and 
thinking—everything is afferent, 
even the atmosphere,” she said, 
describing her feeling for this 
country with the aid of her ex- 

pressive hands.
