I think Ken Cushman’s letter to the Editor of the Emerald
relative to why we ran the relay in the way we did was well
taken. The only point I would like to make is that there were

certain reasons why I instructed my relay team to run in the
manner they did.

First, the track meet was over. Second, I know of at least
two instances, the most recent of which was the case of Joe
Nebelon of. WSC who ran 47.5 in the 440, He was thrown into
the relay last year against Oregon when the meet was over.
He ran anchor and ran his first 400 yards in his usual blister-
ing pace. He pulled a muscle at the 400-yard mark and limped
in to win the race by a considerable margin. He ran one more
race during the season and that a poor one.

Third, the Northern Division of the Pacific Coast Confer-
ence limits its track competition to 22 men. Otherwise I would
have put in a 440 relay team of young athletes who probably
would net have beaten WSC but who would have made them
run. Mr. Harris has this matter on the agenda for the June
meeting,

I know the crowd would liked to have seen our 440 relay
team perform at full speed. I would certainly liked to have sat-
isfied them, but as a track coach I feel my first responsibility
is not to the crowd but to the boys whom I coach. My only
other alternative would have been to concede the race to WSC.
I made this offer but they said they would prefer to run.

In conclusion, I feel you will join me in believing that.this
situation could be corrected if we were permitted to enter a
full track squad in our meets, and I would rather look bad to
the crowd than to take a chance on injuring a boy.
