The snow which began fall- 

ing Saturday night won't even 

amount to a good snowball, ac- 

cording to the weatherman. 

He said Sunday thut snow flur- 
ries will continue today and to- 

night but that warm temperatures 
and a smattering of rain will keep 
It from amounting to any more 

than a thin, slushy blanket. 

Heavy snows have hampered 
traffic in some parts of the state, 
but the Willamette valley is sched- 
uled to get nothing more than its 
normal quota of precipitation, with 
rain predominating. 

The forecast for the Eugene 
area calls for slightly cooler temp- 
eratures with a high of 37 degrees 
predicted for today and a low of VW 

tonight. Low for the last 24 hours 
was 30. 

State police said that heavy 
snows have closed the Ashland-
