Israelis suspend peace negotiations

JERUSALEM (AP) — The two and a
half-month-old Egyptian-Israeli peace
drive, caught in a cross-current of distrust
and bitterness, came to a virtual stand-still
Sunday as Israel decided to suspend the
tallks on a troop pullback in the Sinai Penin-
sula.

The Israeli Cabinet met for three and a
half hours and voted not to rejoin the Cairo
talks, which had begun earlier this month
after the Christmas day summit meeting of
Egyptian Pres. Anwar Sadat and Israeli
Prime Minister Menehem Begin in Ismailia,
Egypt.

The Israeli action, coupled with Egypt's
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Mideast talks reach low point

withdrawal last Wednesday from paralle
political talks in Jerusalem, brought the
peace campaign started by Sadat last
November to its lowest ebb, and it seemed
to leave the United States with the task of
trying to resuscitate the talks.

That job appeared tofall to U.S. Assistant
Secretary of State Alfred Atherton, who ar-
rived here Saturday for talks aimed at per-
suading both sides to rein in their rhetoric
and resume serious negotiations.

Begin, reading a statement to reporters,
left room for later resumption of the Cairo
talks, and the Defense Ministry said there
were no plans to recall lower-level Israeli
military officials already in the Egyptian cap-
ital for the negotiations.

Begin indicated Egypt would first have to
soften the tone of its public statements.

He said Sadat made “ultimatums that are
totally unacceptable” to Israel in his speech

Saturday to the Egyptian Peoples’ Assem-
bly.

In that speech, Sadat accused Israel of
sabotaging the Jerusalem talks and said he
would not back down from demands for
total Israeli withdrawal from occupied Arab
lands and for establishment of a Palestinian
state.

Begin accused Egypt of waging a “cam-
paign of vilification" against Israel, and said
he hoped the Cairo government would “act
to prevent repetition of statements injurious
to the dignity of the Jewish people and the
Jewish state.”

Anita begins purge
of TV homosexuals

WASHINGTON (AP) — Anita
Bryant brought her campaign
against homosexuals to the
nation's capital Sunday, saying
she wanted to purge commercial
televising of shows that portray
homosexuality as an alternative
lifestyle.

Bryant told a news conference
that television should have more
wholesome family entertainment
“to replace the gross perverted
sex and violence which is subtley
undermining the family unit in its
presentation of alternative life-
styles as natural and normal.”

The news conference was in
conjunction with the National Re-
ligious Broadcasters Association
convention.

While Bryant spoke, gay protes-
ters massed nearby. A spokes-
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man for the religious broadcas-
ters, Carl Richardson, said con-
ventioneers had no plans to con-
front the protesters, who were is-
sued a parade permit to conduct a
candle-light vigil near the hotel.

Security for the convention and_
for Bryant's news conference was
tight, however.

Bryant, who last year won the
repeal of a gay rights ordinance in
Dade County, Fla., said her or-
ganization, Protect Our Children,
planned to form a legal task force
with a watchdog committee to
monitor the media.

She said the committee would
seek, “especially toinsure that our
Judeo-Christian heritage and its
leaders are portrayed in a positive
way."”
