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All American heads Duck football recruits

. Oregon football got its biggest
victory of the off-season yester-
day, as at least 18 recruits —
among them high school All-
American ruining back Reggie
Young of Sacramento — signed
national letters-of-intent to come
here in the best recruiting year for
the Ducks in recent memory.

Young chose Oregon over
countless powerhouses, namely
USC, Arizona State, Washington,
Washington State, and California.
But the 6-1, 194-pounder chose to
bring his 10 yard-a-carry average
to Eugene. He led Rancho Cor-
dova High School of Sacramento
to the number one ranking in
California, and is generally con-
sidered to be the best running
back on the West Coast, if not the

nation.

Joining Young in signing were at
least ten all-League stars, includ-
ing offensive linemen Garrett
Earle, a 6-5, 240-pounder who
apparently was earmarked for
Southern Cal.

The Ducks kept their promise to
keep top Oregon preps within the
state, as they signed Rourke
Lowe, a top wide receiver from
Aloha in Portland, his teammate

Hoopers take their ‘together act
to Stanford, Cal for Pac-8 games

Oregon returns to the scene ot
last year's wildest weekend to-
night, as fresh off a win over
Washington to break a six-game
conference losing streak it travels
tothe Bay Area to face a rising Cal.
and a frustrated Stapford.

Last year, you'll remember, the
Bears began the season horren-
dously, but came on after a five
overtime, 107-102 win over the
Ducks, a game that set a confer-
ence record for nearly everything
— including frustration.

“It's the same situation this
year,” said Oregon Coach Dick
Harter. “They started slow but now
they're playing like most of us
thought they would.”

Cal tripped the Pac-8's number
two team, USC, 70-68, on the
strength of two Gene Ransom free
throws last Saturday. And the 5-9
junior is currently averaging 16.7
points a game to lead the Bears,
who are tied with Oregon at 3-6.

But first, it's Stanford tonight.
And right now the Cardinals are
viewed as the angry dog that's
very, very dangerous. In the last
two weeks they have lost two
games by virtue of two baskets
with a total of two seconds left —
both to USC. After heading into the
Pac-8 at 8-2, they've nosedived to
an 11-11 overall mark, 1-8 in the
conference — and sole claim on
last place.
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“We've played hard,” said Card
Coach Dick DiBiaso, “but even
though we've played hard, we've
come up short.”

The Ducks need only take a
gander back to January 7 to see
how scrappy the Stanford team
can be. The game was close until
the last few minutes, when the
Cards went foul-crazy and Oregon
won it at the free throw line, 74 -64.

“Stanford has played hard
against everybody, but certainly
against us,” Harter said. “We've
had the edge in winning the
games, but they're not easy.”

This one figures to be little dif-
ferent. Stanford has its two senior
captains — 6-7 George Schader
and 6-5 Jay Carter — back to
nearly full strength, and perhaps
one of the West Coast's hottest
forwards in 6-7 Kimberly Belton.

“But now we need a little bit of
luck,” DiBiaso said. “Just asitwas
against Cal-Poly, Hawaii, Alaska,
St. Mary's and the rest, we've
played tough in the conference.
We just haven't been successful
in the end.”

Spinks wins title

LAS VEGAS, Nev. (AP)—Leon
Spinks, turning tiger in the final
rounds, scored a shocking upset
Wednesday night with a split-
decision victory over Muhammad
Ali to become the new
heavyweight champion of the
world.
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Oregon is in a position now
where things are starting to jell
team-wise. “It started with Cal-
Davis, and we've played hard,
which I've been pleased to see,”
Harter smiled. “There have been
some moments we haven't played
well, like the last ten minutes in
Seattle, but it's been good and |
want to see it continue.”

What it all means is that, yes,
both games in the Bay will be
close. And even though Oregon
and its opponents have won seven
Pac-8 games collectively, much is
at stake for Oregon; a winning
season record, “and proof,” Harter
said, “that you can start four
freshmen in the conference and
win."”
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Clifford Gibson, a linebacker, and
Randy Zimmerman, a defensive
back from .Jackson, also in Port-
land.

In addition, Oregon nabbed Tim
Tyler, a running back from Benson
High in Portland, and Andy Vob-
ora, a linebacker from Medford.
Those signings were announced
last week.

The Ducks signed a total ot five
players from the Los Angeles
area, eight from the Northern
California-Sacramento area, two

from- Washington and one from

Chicago.

Dwight Robertson, brother of
L.A. Rams linebacker Isaiah
Robertson and a top running back
in Louisiana, reportedly
announced his intentions to at-
tend Oregon Tuesday night on
local radio.

The Ducks also signed place
kicker Pat English, 5-11, 160

pounds out of Carmichael (Rio
