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Kidwax gets airwave play this weekend

Un_iversity radio station KWAX will
premiere a campus-produced children's
program this weekend.

“Kidwax will offer an alternative to the
Saturday morning cartoons," says
David Primuth, station operations man-
ager. "We're not expecting to wipe out
television, but we think the show is
something children will enjoy and gain
from."

Kidwax Producer Elena Engel agrees.
"I don't see it as an alternative to televi-

sion so much as an opportunity for chil-
dren and adults to share their talents
with Eugene,” she says.

Primuth says the show will provide
“an outlet for young talent in this area.”
Kidwax features a core of children who
will write and perform on the air. Besides
a children-produced drama series, the
program will feature a community calen-
dar of children’'s events, concert music
fromlocal schools, interviews and movie
reviews written by children.

Engel says the first show will feature
poems, written by students in the Con-
don Magnum Arts program, which have
been set to music around a “Carnival of

Animals’ theme.

“The original concept was for a strictly
classical music program for children. We
broadened it by including folk music and
jazz music as well as the radio play,”
Engel explains. She says a major chal-
lenge in producing Kidwax is to “bridge
the visual gap between television and
radio.”

Engel comes to KWAX after spending
the past year in Seattle performing with
the Poncho Children's Theatre and at-
tending graduate school in Creative
Dramatics. Her interest in children's
theater goes back to when she was a
child participating in one.

“The children will eventually take over
the show," she says. While the program
will be pre-recorded at first, Engel plans
to work up to live broadcasts.

Kidwax is geared toward children
ages 6 to 12. Musicians, writers and
other persons who would like to contri-
bute to the show are welcomed by
Engel, who may be reached at KWAX
during weekdays.

“There is a lot of talent in Eugene,”
she affirms. “To me, public radio should
be the sort of thing where people can

share themselves. Kidwax is another

opportunity to enjoy oneself through
communications.”
