The two sax players, Mark Kelly and 
Diz Carroll, have been playing the sax- 

ophone together since fourth grade, and 
have taken top prizes in Washington for 
their ability to play alto and tenor saxes 

Two of the band members, Dave and 
Sue Gerstenberger, are formerly from 
Cottage Grove Drummer Bob Ehrlich- 
man is the son of none other than John 
Ehriichman of Watergate fame 

Baseplayer John Ellis decided the 
band had been jamming enough, with- 
out informing the other members of his 
decision he presold albums to everyone 
he knew in Washington.

Nightmares of previous lives 
be 'e>eased by bringing the indi- 
vidual into the present, she said, 
□mess the nightmare is cleared 
and reprogrammed it will 
'emanifest itself usually with dis- 
astrous results Francesca said 

Francesca offered relief of such 
afflictions in her workshops and 

rgression sessions Saturday 
Workshops heip the individual 
realize such hangups. Francesca 
said, and undergo a conscious 

reprogramming of the subcon- 
scious 

Regression through reverie is 
a pnvate consultation with Fran- 
cesca where persons review their 
past lifetimes and get in touch with 
certain patterns. Regression 
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through reverie 'is not hypnosis 
because the process is on a con- 
scious level; hypnosis has beer! 
used to unlock the subconscious 
mind Francesca said 

Our roots do not lie with our 

ancestors, but with our past lives, 

explained Francesca. 

Francesca went on to explain 
that some regression sessions get 
very dramatic or violent. One girl 
who came in with a deep hostntv 
for her father was able to reveal 
througn one session that in one of 
her previouy life times she had 
been raped and beaten by her 
white slave owner father After 'he 
session she no longer felt this 
hostility 

Frances ca also gave an exam- 

ple of a woman who requested to 

nee one of her future ifennes r 

the session ore ’aiked as a child 

describing herself as a seven- 

year-old living in Iceland n the 

year 2008 

Francesca usually will not con- 

sent to giving a view of future 
lifetimes explaining it a too much 

to handle your own death 

Francesca predicted grea' 
geological changes such as Tre- 

mendous volcanos and earth- 
quakes between now and the /ear 
2000
