Hundreds of thousands of students chanting “Stock the Dump 
Now’’ and occassionally breaking into “Happy Days are Here Again!” 
with the occasional sprinkling of “The Masses Decided will Always Be 
Divided!” thronged into the EMU Fishbowl Wednesday, March 8,1978, 
to proclaim their undivided dedication to the struggle, the battle, the 
unceasing, rising, building, geometrically expanding movement in- 
itiated by the Revolting Coalition of Young Bunglers and aided a bit by 
the Sometimes Another Liberation is Sure Cool group and not aided a 
bit by the sell-out fascists of the capitalist-infiltrated People for San 
Antonio Freedom and its partner lackey, the Admiral Zumwalt for Pres. 
Committee, to strike a forceful blow against the handful of corporate 
capitalists and bankers who run this country; a beginning in our struggle
