Goals and projects

In my campaign for ASUO President one question continues to 

crop up, and it deserves an answer. That question is “does it really 
matter who the ASUO President is?" My response to that is: “Of course 
it does.’’ 

It is true that the authority of the President is limited by the ASUO 
Constitution and the general power structure of the University. But, by 
being an effective spokesperson and advocate for your needs before 
the State Board of Higher Education, the Faculty Assembly, and the 
State Legislature, the ASUO President can have a great impact on the 
quality of your academic experience here at the University. 

I believe that I am your best choice for ASUO President. In my three 
years at the University, I have been extremely involved in student 
activities. I served for a year on the Student University Affairs Board. 
While on the SUAB, I fought against the return of the “D” grade, fought 
for a proposal that would have allowed students to drop courses, 
without a “W” recorded up until the last day of the term, and I, along with 
Andrea Gellatly, were the principle SUAB leaders for the public release 
of course evaluations motion in the Faculty Assembly debate. 

In the 1977 Legislative session, I lobbied extensively with the 
ASUO and Oregon Student Lobby on these bills: state funding of 
childcare, this year’s tuition freeze and public release of course evalua- 
tions. If elected-, I promise the same high level of legislative work in the 
1979 legislative session. 

This year I am the Vice-Chairperson of the Incidental Fee Commit- 
tee. On the committee I have worked to promote the interests of a 
diversified student body. 

The goals and projects I plan on pursuing are as follows: 
• A strong legislative program: To lobby for state funding of chil- 

care, public release of course evaluations, and keeping tuition at as low 
a level as possible. Other problems that I will work on are increased 
financial aid for middle-income students and the prohibitively high costs 
of tuition for non-residents. 

• It will be the responsibility of next year's ASUO President to con- 
tinue the fight to get the State Board of Higher Education to divest its 
stock in companies that do business with the racist country of South 
Africa. 

• The issue of academic quality is of primary importance. We must 
develop the student's role in faculty tenure decisions. We must work 
with the administration to re-order our priorities; much greater emphasis 
must be placed on a professor's role as teacher. Next year's ASUO 
President must work with the Student University Affairs Board to de- 
velop strong academic student unions. 

• The ASUO must also advocate for students affected by the 
University Housing Office. I support the state audit of the housing office. 
We must find answers to questions like. Why did the Housing Office 
make a profit of $60,000 off of Amazon last year? 

• I recognize that parking is a problem. We must work on alterna- 
tives to the automobile. I support the building of more covered bicycle 
racks, and an end to ticketing bicycles until we have adequate facilities. 

The ASUO Executive has always had a problem in making stu- 
dents more fully aware of what is going on. To combat this problem, I will 
communicate with students through periodic newsletters. 

My staff and I will make every effort to reach students through 
forums, brown bag lunches and an open-door policy in Suite IV. We will 
actively solicit opinions and ideas from all students. 

I will manage my affairs in a responsible manner, and will be totally 
accessible. 

Most importantly, please vote for the candidate of your choice, and 
give next year’s ASUO President credible support.
