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Fadeley remains Chalmers’ bid draws endorsement

Students and other residents in Senate District
21 have a friend in Sen. Ed Fadeley and, by support-
ing him again Nov. 7, they can return that friend to the
Oregon Legislature.

As chairer of the crucial Senate Ways and
Means Committee for several terms, Fadeley has the
kind of accessibility to political decision-making that
benefits the district.

Of special importance to students, staff and ad-
ministrators is the priority the incumbent places on
higher education. Fadeley remains an effective lob-
byist for the concerns of the University and the state’s
system of higher education in general.

In Salem, the senator from Eugene consistently
has demonstrated his knowledgeability, his political
astuteness and his humanistic approach to legisia-
tion. The latter quality has been amply evidenced in
such matters as his opposition to discriminatory bans
on abortion aid for low-income women and support of
human-rights issues generally.

By contrast, his opponent — a political neophyte
— displays a limited understanding of legislative op-
eraticns, confusion over the processes and needs of
such institutions as the University and an uninspired,
conservative approach to political issues.

His opponent, incumbent Dave Frohnmayer,
R-Eugene, has been on the right side of most issues
and has served competently. But his strictly adminis-
trative affiliation with the University, as law
and legal adviser to the president, favors administra-
tive rather than consumer solutions to state prob-
lems.

We believe Chalmers will look at problems,
especially in higher education, from a student per-
spective and hold student interests as a higher prior-
ity than would Frohnmayer.

Chalmers has worked four years as the director
of the ASUO Office of Student Advocacy, has a law
and has worked as a citizen lobbyist in the last
five legislative sessions. While those credentials
don't overpower Frohnmayer's legal and political
background, they do suggest that Chaimers has the
energy and background to work effectively as a state
representative.
in addition to education and political interests,
Chalmers has been active in the community, chairing
the Eugene Commission on the Rights of Youth,
serving on several citizens advisory committees and
with the coalition for community television.

These activities demonstate his willingness to
work hard and seriously for others.

We commend his efforts and endorse his candi-
dacy as District 40 representative.

Incumbent merits aid

We support Ted Kulongoski for re-election to the
House of Representatives, District 22.

A two-term incumbent, Kulongcski has dis-
played the skills and viewpoints that best serve stu-
dents and other residents of his district.

His
campaign of distortion is enough evidence that he
should be turned away by voters.

As chairer of the House Energy and Environ-
ment Committee in the last session, Fadeley spon-
sored energy legislation that became a prototype for
Congress and legislatures of other states interested
in promoting energy conservation and alternatives.

We would like to see her retumed to Salem to
build on that foundation.

We particularly support her desire to coordinate
legislation that rewards conservation while providing
incentives for production of energy from renewable
resources — wood waste, geo-thermal and solar.
