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hate or fear them, those laws are 
icing on the cake — and we don’t 
have the cake yet." 

Queen says she's thought that 
perhaps gay issues would fade 
out of the limelight, but “we gay 
people are not going to go back 
and curl up in our closets where 
it’s warm and quiet," she says. 
"We've come too far for that.” 

She notes that proponents of 
gay rights are still active, even in 
places such as Miami, Fla. The 

murder this week of San Fran- 
cisco mayor George Moscone 
and Supervisor Harvey Milk in- 
volves the pro-gay rights stance of 
Moscone and the homosexuality 
of Milk, keeping gay issues very 
much in the news, she says.
