WASHINGTON (AP) — Lock,
stock and bookbinder, the Sen-
ate is in Republican custody for
two years and quite probably
longer.

Last time that happened,
Jimmy Carter was in the Navy,
Ronald Reagan was in the
movies and Harry Truman was
moving out of the White House.

When the 83rd Congress
convened 28 years ago,
Republicans had tenuous con-
trol of both Senate and House.
They gained it in Dwight Eisen-
hower's presidential landslide

and lost it two years later.

As the new Senate held its
ceremonial opening session on
Monday, Democratic leader
Robert Byrd, the majority boss
until then, joked that the
Republican side of the aisle
looked bloated to him.

It would, after years in which
the Democratic side was the
crowded one. At one point, the
Democrats held 68 of the 100
seats and had to squeeze in
extra desks, narrowing the
aisles to do it.
