177 pounds, lost in the semis to 
Steve Metzger, 7-0. in the final 
second of the match. He was 

called for stalling and then 
taken down at the buzzer. He 
lost to Wisconsin's Ralph 

I.iegel, 4-3. but bounced back in 
his fifth-place* match over Roy 
Yorkes of the University of 
Michigan. l>-5. 

Iowa State University claimed 
the team title with tt>2 while 
Oklahoma State University was 

a distant second with 133
