Goldschmidt also 
hosted a public reception in the 
capitol Monday evening. 

The 64th legislative assembly 
was also sworn in early 
Monday.

Store manager Rich Dahl said 
the store is not in the union 
because the employees have 
continually voted against union 
representation. 

“It’s not a case of employees 
calling up the union demanding 
that the store be unionized. No 
one has complained at all.” he 
said. “We have higher salaries, 
the same benefits, and Food 
Value offers profit sharing, 
which employees of other stores 
do not have. 

"Plus, we don’t have to pay 
$24 monthly union dues,” he 
added. 

Wallace believes the picket is 
doing some good, but he’s not 
sure how much. He noticed that 
until August, there was a steady 
drop in customers and an in- 
crease in people who had left 
the store because it is non- 
union. That number wasn’t 
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
